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KY Terima Hibah Aset untuk Kantor Penghubung KY Jawa Tengah di Semarang 

 
Jakarta (Komisi Yudisial) – Komisi Yudisial (KY) menerima hibah tanah dan bangunan yang 
sedang digunakan sebagai kantor Penghubung KY Jawa Tengah di Jl. Pamularsih No 10, 
Semarang, Jawa Tengah dari Pemerintah Provinsi (Pemprov) Jawa Tengah. 
Penandatanganan Berita Acara Serah Terima (BAST) Hibah Aset dilakukan oleh Ketua KY 
Mukti Fajar Nur Dewata dengan Gubernur Jawa Tengah Ganjar Pranowo, Senin (06/02) di 
Wisma Pemprov Jawa Tengah, Jakarta.

"KY menerima hibah dari Pemprov Jawa Tengah, setelah memperoleh hibah aset dari 
Pemprov Kalimantan Barat dan Nusa Tenggara Timur, dan Komisi Pemberantasan Korupsi 
untuk kantor Penghubung KY Surabaya.

Mukti menjelaskan, aset yang diberikan untuk penguatan kelembagaan KY dan melengkapi 
kebutuhan Kantor Penghubung KY yang ditargetkan ada di semua provinsi. Dengan adanya 
Kantor Penghubung yang tersebar ini, KY berharap dapat melayani masyarakat pencari 
keadilan sampai ujung dan pelosok Indonesia. 
 
"Penghubung KY sudah ada di 12 di provinsi, lalu bertambah 8 Penghubung KY di wilayah 
Nanggroe Aceh Darussalam, Sumatera Barat, Lampung, Bali, KalimantanSelatan, 
Sulawesi Tenggara, Papua dan Papua Barat. Kemudian targetnya di 2024 atau 2025 sudah ada 
di setiap provinsi," jelas Mukti. 
 
Sementara itu, Gubernur Jawa Tengah Ganjar Pranowo menyambut baik maksud tersebut. 
Ganjar memberi arahan kepada tim di Pemprov Jawa Tengah untuk segera menyelesaikan 
BAST agar dapat segera ditindaklanjuti penyelesaiannya oleh KY. 
 
"Untuk yang sifatnya lebih teknis, silahkan berkomunikasi saja dengan kawan-kawan di 
Pemprov. Mudah-mudahan aset yang telah diberikan dapat bermanfaat untuk banyak 
masyarakat," tutup Ganjar.

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KY Receives Asset Grant for Central Java KY Liaison in Semarang 

 
Jakarta (Judicial Commission) – The Judicial Commission (KY) received a grant in the form 
of land and building from the Central Java Provincial Government. It was located on Jl. 
Pamularsih No. 10, Semarang, Central Java, where the KY Liaison (PKY) of Central Java is 
based.   The signing of the Report of Transfer (BAST) of the Asset Grant was carried out by KY 
Chairperson Mukti Fajar Nur Dewata with Central Java Governor Ganjar Pranowo, Monday 
(06/02) at the Central Java Provincial Government Guest House, Jakarta. 
 
On that occasion, Mukti expressed his appreciation for the cooperation and support. 
 
"KY has previously received assets grants from the West Kalimantan and East Nusa Tenggara 
Provincial Government, and another from the Corruption Eradication Commission (KPK) for the 
PKY office in Surabaya. We are still processing some of them either through the Directorate 
General of State Assets Management (DJKN) or the provincial government. We consider as a 
concern and support of the local government for KY in carrying out its duties and authorities," 
said Mukti. 
 
Mukti explained that the asset grant was intended for the institutional strengthening of KY and 
the needs of the PKY Office. The facilities were targeted for PKY in all regions. Through 
Liaison Offices in various provinces, KY hopes to serve the justice-seeking community in 
remote locations all over Indonesia. 
 
"There are already PKYs in 12 provinces, with an additional eight for Nanggroe Aceh 
Darussalam, West Sumatra, Lampung, Bali, South Kalimantan, Southeast Sulawesi, Papua 
and West Papua. And, the target is that by 2024 or 2025, the PKYs will be established in every 
province," Mukti explained. 
 
Meanwhile, Central Java Governor Ganjar Pranowo welcomed this intention. Ganjar gave 
directions to the Central Java Provincial Government team to immediately complete the BAST 
so that the KY could immediately follow up on its completion.  
 
"For more technical matters, please communicate with our team at the Provincial Government.
